The Chinese are Coming: As we draw close to the 
months of July and August we are turning our attention to the gathering of 
good Christian host families to house these students. Our program has 
received high ratings over the last 4 years. We have been requested to 
increase our numbers to 80 Chinese kids this summer! Michelle has 
expanded her team with two new ladies joining our efforts. Every year we 
see Chinese kids hearing the Gospel for the first time in their lives. They 
then transport that Gospel back to their families where God begins to touch  
the entire family. We are working with 7 area churches in assisting their 
people in doing missions work to an unreached nation right from their 
dinning room table. This is exciting and rewarding work. Pray for us as we 
attempt to compel church families to become host families ready and willing 
to care and evangelize these Chinese kids.
